This workshop will provide information on the use of the NTG-EDSD (National Task 
Group on Intellectual Disabilities and Dementia Practices - Early Detection and 
Screen for Dementia).  The presentation will educate attendees on how to use the 
EDSD to:  record their observations regarding changes in areas of cognitive and 
adaptive functioning known to be associated with dementia and help identify those 
individuals with dementia-like symptoms whose function and behavior are the results 
of other causes (such as thyroid disorders, medication interactions, depression, etc.). 
The presentation will also offer guidance on how dementia in adults with intellectual 
disabilities presents differently than in the general population.
